FACING YOUR BIGGEST FEARS IN PRAYER
"...Father...Take this cup away from Me..." Mark 14:36

The next time you drink from the communion cup in church, stop and
recall what was in the cup Jesus drank from in Gethsemane on the night
before He was crucified. You can drink from the cup with assurance
because He first drank from the cup in agony.

On the eve of His death He prayed: 'My soul is exceedingly sorrowful,
even to death...Father, all things are possible for You. Take this cup
away from Me; nevertheless, not what | will, but what You will' (Mark
14:34-36 NKJV).

V ‘ Note the words, 'exceedingly sorrowful.' (If you think your
sin is no big deal, perhaps those words will help to
change your mind.) Christ drank from the cup of God's
wrath so that you could drink from the cup of God's
grace.
